The Crossing Youth Center is located at 8919 E. Euclid.  Drop-in times are 2:30-5 p.m. Tuesday’s and Thursday’s throughout the school year.  These drop-in times are open for 6th-12th grade students and are available to provide a safe place for teenagers after school.  There will always be adult supervision and with Internet available, the ability to do homework is an option.  The students can also be there to play video games, pool, foosball, board games, or hang out with friends.  


The kids take Bus #5 now from Centennial Middle School, which will arrive at the corner of Grace and Marguerite around 3:05 p.m.; they will then have to walk two blocks (including across railroad tracks) to the Youth Center.  The students will then have an option to be driven by an adult from the Crossing to West Valley High School at 5 p.m., and take 1 of 2 activity buses home at 5:30 p.m. Bus #20 covers north of the river, and bus #7 covers south of the river. (They also have the option of getting a ride or walking home if they live close.)


This is a one time only permission slip from each student authorizing the school to transport the students to this bus stop on bus # 5 from CMS.
